· I- initial, C- change, E- equilibrium

Steps
1. Write the balanced equation.

2. Set up an ICE table.

3. Calculate the initial concentrations.

4. Let x = change in concentration.

5. Write the Keq expression.

6. Solve for x.

7. Calculate the equilibrium concentration.
